Secretary Report:  Minutes from the March 24th conference call should be ready for review by the board next week. All the paperwork needed for the insurance quote has been completed will be faxed on Monday.
Tert Committee:  Lynn provided report from emails received from Natalie. She has instructed Tert classes in Brevard and Collier County and she has a class scheduled in Boca in June which will be held in conjunction with an IDT course. 
Nationwide they have had classes in Seattle and Colorado. She will be returning to Seattle in late May. Classes are scheduled for Georgia and Conn. Natalie has scheduled a Regional Coordinators meeting on May 20 in Orlando. The regional coordinators will be revising our Florida Mutual Aid Plan, which they will rename to FLORIDA TERT PLAN, and working on incorporating the TERT standards with Florida’s plan.
Sharon stated that Natalie wondered if the chapter could pay for hotel room(s) for the regional coordinators that are traveling for the meeting. Lynn will contact Natalie and ask about how many rooms are needed, where they are staying etc. The question was raised about who is qualified to instruct the Tert Basic and the Tert Team Leader class besides Natalie and what are the credentials needed to be an instructor for either class. Lynn will check with Natalie.
Public Affairs committee: Webpage-Robert was unable to attend.

Robin made a motion that Robert look into document storage so chapter documents could be digitalized to include Treasurers and secretary documents. Ricky seconded. Motion passed. Also, discussed was the new webpage, all agreed it looked good. But the Bylaws, and minutes from the meeting were not there. Lynn will contact Robert on getting them on the website.
